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Are you eligible?  

· You have been a member of AAH for at least one full year, are fully paid up, and are registered with AAH Head Office as an Independent Art Historian.
· You can provide written evidence that you have been invited to convene a session or present a paper or poster at a conference or similar, relevant to art history. (Photocopies of such evidence must accompany this application. By applying you agree to have them checked)
· You confirm that you have no access to funding for this purpose from any other source (if you are eligible for funding from an institution for which you work casually or part time, but are simply turned down by that institution, we will not replace such funding).
· You agree to present yourself to the conference and at the conference as being an independent art historian (i.e. not as representing an institution with which you have some professional connection), part-funded by this AAH grants scheme.
· If a grant is made, you agree to provide a short report (max. 200 words) on your contribution to the conference. at the time you make your claim. (This will be published, subject to editing, in  AAH Bulletin). 

Maximum Grants
· Attendance grants for a conference in your home country are subject to a maximum of £200 - this is expected to cover at least half your costs.  For a conference abroad from your home country, the maximum is £300 - this is expected to cover approx. half your costs. (UK counts as one country).
· Grants are made to any one individual only every other year. A full calendar year (Jan. 1st - Dec. 31st) must fall between one grant and the next, though applications may be submitted in anticipation.
· Grants will only be made to cover 1) conference fees, 2) travel by plane, train or bus (not car or taxi), 3) accommodation, to a maximum of £50 per night.

This grants scheme is subject to an overall budget. Applications will be treated on a first-come first-served basis. If there are too many applications in any one year, it may not be possible to grant them all.
